Overview

The AWF Board wish to create a new National Masters Panel that will deliver a more strategic and responsive approach to masters development throughout Australia.

The AWF Board in concert with AWF Masters Panel Chair, Mr Lawrie Townsend, have recognised the importance of fluent communication between individual Masters Athletes, State Members and the AWF Board. To this end the Board has appointed Ms Mary Macken as its representative on the Masters Panel who will work with Masters Panel Chair, Lawrie Townsend to call for Expressions of Interest to fill three (3) vacancies on the National Masters Panel.

Who can apply?

Nominations to participate as a National Masters Panel Member are welcome from people with the capabilities, experience and expertise to contribute to the development and growth of Masters lifting in Australia.

Appointees to the Panel are expected to represent the broad interests of Masters development rather than those of any particular individual or organisation and must be able and willing to participate in Panel meetings and activities. Panel Members are expected to be people of good character who reflect accepted standards of community behaviour and are looked upon as role models by others. 

Selection Criteria

It is expected that Masters Panel Members will have the following capabilities:

· proven ability to communicate at all levels – written and oral;

· prove ability to operate within a team environment;

· leadership, vision and ability to champion Masters regional and national interests;

· ability to achieve creative, strategic and holistic solutions for local and national Masters development;

· ability to gain commitment and support for local and national initiatives;

· ability to provide internal advice to the Panel and the AWF Board and external advice to individual athletes and organisations regarding a broad range of Masters initiatives;

· a good understanding of the principles and practises of effective corporate governance;

· a good understanding of the economic, social and political opportunities and challenges facing Masters development;

· ability to facilitate access to coaching and officiating education; 

· a good understanding of Masters competition requirements and provide exciting innovative formats for future events; and

· commitment to professionalism and confidentiality.   

Expertise or experience in the following desirables;

· budgeting and planning;

· a good understanding of the process which identifies those individual athletes eligible to make up representative teams;

· to determine, from time to time, selection criteria to suit representative teams; 

· a sound understanding of Masters programs at International level; and 

· promote goodwill , foster and maintain the integrity of the National Masters Panel and the AWF. 

Submitting an Expression of Interest

To submit your Expression of Interest to be considered for appointment as a Masters Panel Member you will need to provide:

· supporting information on your capabilities and expertise in relation to the selection criteria and desirables; 

· a curriculum vitae setting out your skills, experience and qualifications; and

· ensuring your Expression of Interest is submitted by close of Business, Monday 2 May,  2011.
